Students enjoy making use of multi-media resources. Sound is an important part of any multi-media resource and

it is useful for students to gain a good understanding of how to construct and manipulate sound files.

Know: How to add sounds in appropriate places using software such as Audacity.
Understand: How a sound project can be made up of many different component parts

Be able to: Take different sounds and be able to make a comprehensive story to listen to.

Teacher
input/Activities.

Greet and settle students. Take register. No starter activity

Teacher introduction

Explain to the students that they will be starting a project where they learn to put
together sound clips using a program called Audacity. Some might have used the
program before.

Play Beowolf-example.mp3 to the class. Ask students to identify the different
sounds that they heard.

Load up audacity. Show students the different sounds in the Beowulf folder.
Demonstrate how to add the four different narration parts and then how to cut and
paste them into one long narration.

Demonstrate how to add sounds such as the harps, door creaking and wind.
Demonstrate a few techniques such as generating a silence, fading sounds in and
out etc.

Student task

Explain to students that they have the rest of the lesson to reconstruct the Beowulf
story and add appropriate backing sounds where they feel they are most
appropriate.

Students should fetch a pair of headphones, log onto the computers, copy the
sound files to their area and begin work.

Walk around the room and offer assistance as required.
